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from our Synod Bishopé Pastor Bill Rindy 

Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 
Last year, we made a bold commitment as a synod to increase our finan-
cial support of ministries which we do together and about which we care 
deeply. Multiple events of the past year have contributed to our falling 
short of that goal. As your synod council once again was charged with 
the task of reducing expenditures/cutting ministries, it proved to be a 
painful event once more. 
 

I began reflecting on the expectations of this synod when I was elected 
two years ago to serve you in this capacity. Over the past 20 years, our 
synod has seen a reduction of over 60% support when adjusted for infla-
tion. Reflecting on the resolution passed last year caused me to wonder, 
ñWhat would our synod mission plan (budget) look like if we achieved the 
10% goal?ò So I started dreaming with our mission partners in mind. 
They have been experiencing reduced funding for years. What would a 
step forward look like? Realizing that there is a need for the people of 
God to pull together around the mission of God, I wondered what it might 
look like to go the ñextra mileò for the sake of that mission. . .  
 

I put together a draft to share with our synod council. I didnôt know if they 
would excitedly embrace this vision or move to have me removed from 
office! Indeed, I saw excitement in their eyes. One council member 
stated, ñNow thatôs the church I want to be a part of!ò 
 

As this vision was shared with more people, it took on a life of its own. 
Realizing that it might actually come to life and wanting to be a good 
partner with our Churchwide ministries, I had a great visit with Presiding 
Bishop Mark Hanson and ELCA Treasurer Christina Jackson-Skelton. 
They both thought it well worth doing as a pilot program for our synod 
and for the whole ELCA. More tweaking and sharing took place as we 
lived with this exciting possibility where all members of our synod could 
feel good about supporting our missions. 
 

Itôs quite simple. Each worshipper is encouraged/challenged to 
commit and give a minimum of $6/month or $72/year to make a dif-
ference for our mission partners.  
 

What am I asking you to do? Take this information to share with the peo-
ple of your congregation. Itôs contagious! When I shared this with a 
group out at Herby Lutheran, one young father said, ñMake sure our con-
gregation gets to be a part of this. I want my family to help this happen.ò 
 

Until the day when our shared mission support though the synod 
reaches 10%, this ñExtra Mile for Missionò will help us to make these 
ministries happen. I look forward to next yearôs assembly, when we an-
nounce all that happened because we faithfully went the ñExtra Mile for 
Mission.ò 
 

The only question remaining is: Will you go the extra mile and encourage 
others to do the same?

Habitat seeks to involve the entire community, includ-
ing St. John members, in its work to supply affordable 
home ownership to qualified low income families and 
individuals. Actual construction at building sites will 
begin on June 8th. 
 

The Chapter has made plans to build 4 homes during 
this year. One of the building locations is at 621 10th St 
N, Fargo. This will be a twin home and is designed to 
be an òapostle buildó.  
 

The intent of the apostle build is to involve a number of 
different churches and denominations in the FM area 
in this construction. The goal is to have each of the 
involved churches raise funds and/or provide a work 
crew on designated days. A variety of skilled and un-

skilled workers will be needed. We hope to recruit in-

terested individuals who would be willing to be a 

part of a work crew from St. John for a day or more 

during the summer. 
 

The mission of Habitat-for-Humanity which guides the 
work of all its Chapters is to eliminate "poverty hous-
ing" in communities throughout the world through the 
establishment of partnerships with businesses, congre-
gations, civic organizations, families and individuals. 

June/July Mission of the Month: Habitat for Humanity  

Habitat is an ecumenical non-denominational Christian 
based ministry of service. 
 

The criteria used for selecting a family to receive assistance 
from Habitat to become a home owner is based upon finan-
cial need, an ability to repay the base costs of home owner-
ship and their willingness to be a partner and provide their 
own sweat equity in the construction process. Families 
who qualify are required to take out a mortgage and to re-
pay the actual construction costs for their homes without 
interest on the loan. The mortgage payments are tailored to 
fit their incomes. 
 

The offices of the Lake Agassiz Chapter of Habitat-for-
Humanity are located at 210 11th N. Street, Moorhead in 
the old SunMart grocery store. This building also is the 
location for the Restore Store - a subsidiary of the Chapter. 
 

The Restore Store recycles building materials and house-
hold goods and puts these products up for sale to the pub-
lic. Profits from the Restore Store help fund a portion of the 
operations of the office and administrative work of the 
Chapter.
